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1) Contest paper will be provided. Students should bring their own brush, ink, and paper
weight. No calligraphy dictionary, tracing examples or previously finished work
allowed.

2) No punctuation marks are needed in the writing. No restriction in fonts. Do not write
names on the contest paper.

3) All writings are to be done from up to down and right to left. More than one copy of
calligraphy can be produced; however, only one copy can be submitted for

assessment.

4) Each group will have four probable sets of writing topics. Three of them are available
in the school website (www.bayvalleychineseschool.org) for practice purpose. The

fourth set has the same number of characters and will be announced at time of the



contest. The final set to be used for the contest will be randomly selected by the
proctor.Please ask if you do not recognize the characters in the writing topics.
5)Assessment criteria: Overall layout and aesthetic 60%, cleanliness, neatness and
evenness 40%.

6) Time allowed: 50 minutes.
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1) Paper will be provided. Students should bring their own pencils and rubbers. More
than one copy of calligraphy can be produced, however, only one copy can be
submitted for assessment.

2) Assessment criteria: Overall layout and aesthetic (40%), cleanliness, neatness and
evenness of color (30%), stroke orderand errors (30%). Each error will lose 0.5 points;
a repeated error will not incur further reduction.

3) Time allowed: 50 minutes.
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1) The theme will be announced on spot. The coordinator will elaborate if necessary.
2) Each student has to bring the supplies he/she needs, except for paper that will be
provided. There is no restriction on the painting materials to be used. Any student
planning to paint in watercolors should indicate in the registration form.
3).Adjudicators will pick the winning entries based on subjective overall assessment.
Depending on the need, further assessment may be made having regard to the
originality, layout, technique, color, harmony, etc.

4) Time allowed: 1 hour 45 minutes.
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1) Students are required to write down, in Hanyu Pinyin, vocabularies, sentences and
short essay while a teacher read them out loudly. There will be a total of 150
characters.
2) The materials will be read as follows:
Vocabulary: First reading at a regular pace, followed by a slow pace word-by-word as
the second reading.
Sentences: any sentence will be read twice in slow pace.
Short essay: It will be read in a slow pace, with pauses by the punctuation marks. The
whole essay will be read twice.
3) Points will be given when a character’s composing Hanyu Pinyin, tone and notation of
tone are all correct.
4) Students should be familiar with the general principles and specific rules of Hanyu
Pinyin, and apply them properly. For example, when and where to use “er” and “r”
5) The notation for the tone of a character should be put in the proper place; improper
positioning will lose 50% points for the character. A repeated error will not incur
further reduction. Deduction from each character will be up to its maximum possible
score.

6) Time allowed: 50 minutes.

Depending on the need, further assessment may be made having regard to the use of
colors, contrast/harmony, creativity, etc.
